7.	 OBED & ISAAC’S MICROBREWERY & EATERY

of Illinois’ independently owned microbreweries, within steps of ole’ 
Honest Abe’s domicile. 

8.	 COZY DOG DRIVE IN 
Creator of the first ever corndog on a stick. One of Illinois’ greatest 
contributions to society. 

9.	 DOC’S SODA FOUNTAIN
#4 best soda fountain in America. 

10.	RICH HENRY: HENRY’S RABBIT RANCH
A super odd roadside attraction from one of Illinois’ quintessential eccentric locals. An 
attraction truly and uniquely Illinois Made. 

11.	 MISSISSIPPI MUD POTTERY
Mississippi Mud Pottery is an artisan who forages to spark their creativity. 
Their clay art sculptures are inspired by indigenous leaves gathered 
around the region and by fish caught in the river.

The region’s only 100% certified organic craft brewery takes its name 
from its building, a bakery in the late 1800’s.
